“European Heritage in the Jagiellonian Library: Digital Authoring of the
Berlin Collections”

The Autograph Collection (Sammlung Autographa) contains rare and
uniqgue materials that are fundamental to European culture and the
humanities. It consists of the original manuscripts of many eminent
persons who played a key role in European culture, literature and
science. We find here thousands of handwritten monuments, only some
of which have been thoroughly researched so far, and some of them have
not even been identified. These are mainly letters, but also original literary
and scientific works written by their authors.

Objectives:

e Cataloguing and research of the Autograph Collection
(handwritten objects from all over Europe in various languages,
mainly German; ): identification of texts, authors, dating of the
manuscripts, identification of the place of origin; preparing
manuscripts for the digitisation process and research with
artificial intelligence tools.

e Creation of a research platform to integrate past and new
research on collections from the former Prussian State Library
conducted within and beyond the Jagiellonian University in
Krakow.

The results of the project will serve as a starting point for further detailed
research on the culturally most important parts of the Autograph
Collection. In addition, the research methods developed in the project can
be adapted to the research of any other manuscript collections.

Personal data processing information for job applicants

3. Your personal data will be processed in order to:

a. conduct recruitment process for the position specified in the advertisement as part of the legal
obligation of the Administrator pursuant to Art. 6 (1) lit c of the GDPR in connection with the Polish Labour
Code;

b. conduct recruitment process for the position specified in the advertisement based on your consent
pursuant to Art. 6 (1) lit a of the GDPR — your consent is granted by the clear action of submitting your CV
with the Administrator.
